NORTHEAST SUBURBAN REAL ESTATE ASSOCIATION (NESREA)

GOVERNING BY-LAWS

ARTICLE I – NAME

Section 1
The name of the association shall be the “Northeast Suburban Real Estate Association” (NESREA)

ARTICLE II – PURPOSE

Section 1
To promote cooperation among agents and companies working in the suburban and rural areas northeast of Columbus, Ohio;

Section 2
To serve as a support group for the Realtors working in the suburban and rural areas;

Section 3
To effect more sales through an exchange of knowledge, techniques, and information on listed properties.

ARTICLE III – NON-PROFIT STATUS

Section 1
The association is an unincorporated organization and shall have no legal status and therefore shall assume no liabilities or responsibilities to its members or anyone else.

ARTICLE IV – OFFICERS AND ELECTIONS

Section 1
Officers shall consist of a President, Vice-President, Secretary, and Treasurer for a term of one (1) year.

Section 2
The offices of President and Vice-President can be held be licensed real estate agents or brokers.  The offices of Secretary and Treasurer may be held by a licensed real estate agent, broker, or an affiliate.

Section 3
Officers shall assume their duties beginning January 1st.

Section 4
The Nominating Committee shall present and read to the membership a slate of officers for the following year at the second (2nd) meeting in October.  Nominations shall be taken from the floor and open to all members only during the month of November.  Elections shall be held at the first (1st) meeting in December.  In the event there is more than one (1) candidate for an office, the vote shall be by secret ballot.

Section 5
In the case of a vacancy, the remaining officers shall appoint a member to fill the office that has been vacated.

ARTICLE V – DUTIES OF OFFICERS

Section 1
The President shall guide and direct the association and preside at all meetings.  He/she shall appoint a Tour Director, Sunshine Chairman, and Nominating Committee Chairman.

Section 2
The Vice-President shall assist the President and be ready to assume, temporarily, the office of President in case of his/her absence.  The Vice-President shall also maintain a mailing list of members (including e-mail) and be responsible for communications to members.

Section 3
The Secretary shall keep careful and authentic records of minutes of all meetings of the association and be responsible for the governing by-laws.

Section 4
The Treasurer shall be the official custodian and disbursing officer of all funds and render a financial statement to members at each meeting.

ARTICLE VI – DUTIES OF APPOINTED POSITIONS

Section 1
The Tour Director shall organize the tours of all eligible properties following the meetings.  It will be his/her duty to determine if a property is eligible to be toured following the guidelines of Article VIII of these by-laws.

Section 2
The Sunshine Chairman shall make sure that all members receive cards or appropriate recognition upon a special occurrence within their immediate families.  Immediate families are defined as spouse and/or children.

Section 3
The Nominating Committee Chairman shall be appointed at the first (1st) meeting in October.  It shall be his/her responsibility to prepare a slate of officers to be submitted to the membership at the second (2nd) meeting in October.

ARTICLE VII – VOTING

Section 1
To be eligible to vote a member must have his/her dues paid.

ARTICLE VIII – TOURS

Adopted June 18, 2009

Section 1
A caravan style tour of no more than one and a half (1½) hours will start 

immediately after the meeting.

Section 2
The Tour Director shall set up the tour per the following guidelines:

A) Listings shall be within the following school districts:  Johnstown 

      Monroe; North Fork; Northridge.

B) The Tour Director must be notified in writing at least one (1) day prior to the tour date with the MLS#, address and current list price.

C) The 1st Meeting of each month’s tour will focus on listings in the North Fork School District, but not exclusively.

D) The maximum number of homes on tour each week shall be six (6).

E) No Agent may have more than two (2) homes on any given tour unless there are available openings.

F) Agents with listings on tour must be a member in good standing with NESREA, attend that days meeting and all homes on tour.

G) Only the Listing Agent, or their designated appointee shall be allowed to have his/her listing on tour.

H) The Listing Agent’s designated appointee shall be a licensed real estate agent in good standing with NESREA and from the same Broker office as the Listing Agent.

I) A home cannot be placed on tour again within one year unless the home has been sold and re-listed; or substantial remodeling has been completed.

J) The Tour Director shall have the authority to determine which listings may be put on tour.

ARTICLE IX – MEETINGS

Section 1
There shall be two (2) meetings per month.  The date, time, and location shall be decided by the membership.

ARTICLE X – DUES

Section 1
The annual association dues shall be a flat fee of ten dollars ($10.00) per member.  Fees are due and payable in January (no later than February 28th).  The dues for any member joining after the first meeting in June will be five dollars ($5.00).  Any new member’s fees are due and payable at the first meeting they attend.  Dues are for an individual membership and follow that member should they change company affiliation.

ARTICLE XI – AMENDMENTS

Section 1
Proposed amendments, additions or deletions shall be discussed at two (2) meetings prior to being voted on.  Amendments must pass by a two-thirds (2/3) majority of members present at the meeting.
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
